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This contribution seeks to address action item # 32:9 in the PM IRP IS RG report from SA5#34bis-ter. 

The following attributes in draft TS 32.412 Sec 6.5.1 describe the location of a PM file:

fileURL

fileDirectory

The File Transfer IRP IS also proposes the same attributes and hence any decision on this would have an impact on that TS as well.

The two attributes carry the same information (point to the same file, located presumably at a single location) expressed in a different manner. This looks like duplication of information. 

Lucent propose that there be a single attribute that specifies the file location. This location may be a URL or directory, depending upon the implementation/customer choice. The proposal is to have "fileLocation" and the proposed definition as per the template is thus:

	This attribute identifies the location of the file described by MeasurementJobFile in the IRPAgent. The location may be a directory path or a URL. 
	Any valid URL or directory path. Examples for this attribute:

1. "D:\user\performanceFiles\"

3. ftp://ftp.3gpp.org/datastore/<xxx>


Question: In case of the location being presented as a URL, the original draft TS proposes FTP only. Is this intended? Or can there be a HTTP URL with the required security settings in place? Any decision should be captured in the definition of the attribute.
