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Background


During the SA5 #35 SuM meeting a base set of use case scenarios were edited. These scenarios were documented in the SA5 #35 SuM report (S5-032505). Each described scenario also describes how it is performed in relation to Itf-N. 

Proposal

Taking below “concerns to consider” into account and have an agreement on the base set of scenarios and how they are performed in relation to Itf-N.

Concerns to consider

Introduction

The possible solution could be in line with the overall scenario described below:

0. Prerequisites: - Subscriber not existent in the network
- Services are available (i.e. HPLMN is in a state to provide the services to be
   subscribed)


1. Create Subscriber 
(Only performed by Manager)
 (Remark: Also needed modify and delete) 

2. Define the set of services (out of the pool of available services defined under 0.) that can be activated for any user within the scope of the subscription.

3. Create the users belonging to this subscriber 
(Only performed by Manager)


4. Create  and Customize subscription profile for each user (together with link to the Subscriber) 
(Performed by Manager and Agent)
(Remark: Also needed modify and delete)

5. Add and customize Service Profile to the SubProf = Activate subscribed services to user/s (with mandatory and possibly optional parameter values) 
(Performed by Manager and Agent)
 (FFS: Handling of common services )
(Remark: Also needed modify and deactivate)

9. GOAL: User/s capable of using the subscribed services

Comments to the scenarios

For scenario 1 consequence is:

The Subscriber will still not exist in the network. The Prerequisites (0) not needed, because after this scenario the prerequisite described status has not changed. Or, Create Subscriber has been done prior to the prerequisite described status.

The notion of Subscriber not visible in the network, result in that logic concerning subscriber cannot be deployed in network.

For scenario 2 a consequence is:

How is this accomplished? These services need to exist in the network before they are used? (Scenario 0 “HPLMN is in a state to provide the services to be subscribed”). Or, are these set of services already defined in the Prerequisite described status?

For scenario 3 a consequence is:

A user is registered and identified only at the manager’s side. No notion of the user in the network.  A user’s services can only be related to one subscription.

For scenario 4:

A consequence is that for each new user, a subscription profile is added via the SuM interface.  User controlled services need to use that SuM interface.

The text “(together with link to the Subscriber” raises the question: - what does the word “link“ mean in this context?
For scenario 5 a consequence is:

A service specific subscription profile component is configured for the user. What differs this scenario from scenario 4, when modify is used in scenario 4?

Figure 7 shows the relationships between users, subscribers, subscriptions and services.

According to the way in which Operators do business:

· Each Operator has many subscribers;

· Each subscriber can have several users; and

· Users can request a service. The request will be granted if for the user. a contract for the requested service, has been signed between the service provider and a subscriber.

6.1.1
Pre-Requisites for Service

These assertions address some of the operator's concerns, prior to granting a service request to a user:

1.
find a subscriber entity that can match with the user;

2.
identify and verify the subscriber's subscription profile; and

3.
ensure the  request for service is consistent with  the subscription profile.

6.2
Feature Requirements

Subscription Management shall provide:

1.
The management of the Subscription Profile information in the home PLMN.

2.
It shall be possible to replicate and distribute the Subscription Profile Components.

-
Support for Subscription Profile information across administrative, network and systems domains (e.g. VLR in visited networks).

3.
The control and modification of Subscription Profile information consistent with the customer care needs including self help, self diagnosis and fault diagnosis.

Subscription Management shall provide a process to support subscribers wishing to check their Subscription Configuration (e.g. support self care).
