Discussion results

· A Subscriber can have more than one subscription

· 
· When a service parameter shall be modified for all (or group of) users, every created subscription profile has to be updated for the users in question. There is a thought that a SuMManager deals with this problem, while the SuM application (accessing the SUMManager over an assumed interface TMN-Q)  takes care of the shared info. This is an open issue.

· A User does not necessary need to defined in relation to subscriptions.

· If the scenarios described contains the proposed relationship to Manager and Agent for Itf-N, there is a standardisation work that needs to be added. Itf-N will not support 32.140 for the current scenario.


Contributors conclusion

As long as scenario 1-3 are said to be entirely handled by the Manager side:

· requirements in 32.140 cannot be complied to.

· Quite

· Update of shared information between users need to involve the Manager per user.

· Update of shared information between services need to involve the Manager  per subscription and user. 

· Information regarding a Subscription setting (e.g. Authorisation schema for a vPN service) for a Subscriber is entirely  in the Manager side.
