6.1.1 Priority Service Guide (TR 22.952)

With the LS (S5-034507) on TR 22.952, Priority Service Guide Nortel had analysed the charging impacts of this service and are making the following assumptions regarding the charging functionality required for the priority service. The results were discussed in the group with the agreements that no specific Priority CDRs will be specified and only existing CDR types in the CS domain will be enhanced to include the priority service indication as follows
- HLR subscription to the priority service for the subscriber;

- indication invoked for a call and for successfully activated, i.e. affecting other users;

Additionally was agreed that the priority service shall be available to both post- and pre-paid subscribers.
During the further study of the LS it was raised the interpretation of SID and BID. Motorola was taken the action item to send an e-mail to the contact person of that liaison for a sufficient description. All achievement of the discussion were summarised by Nortel and the drafted LS can be found in Tdoc S5-034642.

6.1.2 MBMS User Services

With this LS SA1 informs SA4 about the progress on MBMS requirements specified in the renamed TS 22.246, which are necessary for the SA4 specification work on codec and protocol definitions for MBMS. It was noted in particular that the MBMS is divided into two different modes, broadcast mode and multicast mode. The multimedia broadcast service is a unidirectional point-to-multipoint service in which data are efficiently transmitted from a single source to multiple mobile subscribers and related to the service enabler. The multicast mode handles by each mobile user subscribed to the specific multicast service and have joined the multicast group. The LS was noted, no further actions required. All delegates should encourage your SA1 delegates on this issue. 

6.1.3 WID on MBMS

This LS informs about the update of the WID regarding the renamed TS title and some adaption based on the achievements on the requirements. The LS was noted, no further actions required.

The TS 32.270 1.0.0 was presented for information during SA#21 and noted in Tdoc S5-034618. The actual version contains all Rel-5 related aspects and should be enhanced with the following additions, which are remarked with editorial notes:

- MM service description for MMBox and VASP and MMS online charging interface MM9 (clause 4),
- common statement for CDR and charging event type and their trigger conditions  (clause 5),
- VASP transaction description (subclause 5.2.4),
- MMS online charging (subclause 5.3),
- additional introduction statements for the definition of charging information (clause 6), 
- data description for MMS online charging (subclause 6.2).
WT completion rate: is on schedule with approximated 55%. 

7.1.2 WT on LCS Enhancements

The TS 32.271 1.0.0 was presented for information during SA#21 and noted in Tdoc S5-034617. The main achievements in the actual version are specification of the GMLC charging architecture and the offline charging scenario for MO LR. The next actions for completion can be summarized as follows and marked with editorial notes:
- statement for the differentiation to CS and PS (clause 4),
- common statement for CDR and charging event type and their trigger conditions  (clause 5 - the same as for MMS),
- Offline charging scenario for MT and NI LR ,
- additional introduction statements for the definition of charging information (clause 6- the same as for MMS),
- completion of CDR tables for MO and MT LR (subclause 6.1.1 and 6.1.2),
- addition of CDR tables for NI LR (subclause 6.1.3),
- Removing of LCS online charging for Rel-6 or add statement (Subclause 6.2).
WT completion rate: is on schedule with approximated 55%. 

7.1.3 WT on Alignment of charging specification

All discussed aspects for the inclusion in the related specifications TS 32.240 and TS 32.298 already done and so far no open items.
