4 Review of Release 6 / WT08 input documents 

4.1 S5-036936AR1: 32.331 V0.0.8 – Notification Log IRP Requirements

This version of 32.331 had been provided during the SWG-C closing plenary at SA5#35. No additional comments on NL IRP Requirements were received during this meeting – subsequently WT08 will propose forwarding of 32.331 to SA for information at SA5#36.
4.2 S5-036937: 32.332 V0.0.6 – Notification Log IRP IS

The Editor presented the updated version, incorporating comments from the previous meeting as well as further details. A detailed review and discussions took place – some aspects:

· Editor explained reasoning for UML differences and stated that updates according to previous versions and UML repertoire will be provided in the next version.

· Clarification needed on attribute “currentLoggingLevel”

· “logManagerId” concept has been presented (which could represent a solution for addressing multi-manager issues, and therefore potentially applicable for other other IRP’s as well) – the RG is requested to review (and propose changes or other solutions if this is not feasible)

· IOC “LogList”: need had been questioned; Motorola will verify it’s position and either provide further comments or accept the change within the next version of 32.332

· “maxLog”: Siemens questioned the need, while others within the RG supporting this attribute
· the RG questioned the need for getRecordCount and suggested to use a general operation “queryLogAttributes”

· the RG agreed to rename “exportLog” to “exportLogRecords” and “queryLog” to “getLogRecords” (and Motorola proposing to qualify exportLogRecords as mandatory)
· the RG agreed that the logLifeTime attribute should be mandatory (used as a basic concept to manage the life time of logs, as there are intentionally no create & delete capabilities)

· regarding proposed notification “notifyExportResult”, the RG agreed that relevant FT IRP operations are sufficient and that this notification will not be needed

Editor agreed to provide and updated version until SA5#36.
