3 Justification

The draft rel-6 PM IRP IS defines operations for creating measurement jobs and threshold monitors.  Such operations include measurement types and granularity period as input parameters.  Currently, there is no standard way for an IRPManager to retrieve the measurement types and granularity periods supported by an IRPAgent.  It is highly desirable for the IRPManager to be able to determine valid values for these input parameters.  One use case for this is a GUI that displays to the user a list of choices when he is creating a measurement job.  Another use case is non-GUI code in an IRPManager that attempts to pick the best granularity period for the measurement job based on what is supported by the IRPAgent

Objective

Define mechanisms – using existing IRPs where appropriate – that will enable an IRPManager to use standard interfaces to retrieve PM related configuration data.  This would include:
1. Requesting a list of the PM measurement information – both standard and vendor specific – that is supported by the IRPAgent for a managed entity class.  This should include all information normally associated with measurement types, such as measurement name, description, collection method, and result type.
2. Requesting a list of the granularity periods supported by the IRPAgent for a measurement type.
