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CN1 stated in their answer LS that both public ID and Private ID are available in S-CSCF and in P-CSCF. CN1 also stated that in IMS public ID is analogous to the MSISDN used in PS, CS domain and Private ID is analogous to the IMSI used in PS, CS domain. 

In PS and CS domain the subscriber trace is identified by IMSI therefore Nokia proposes to use the Private ID as an identifier for the subscriber trace in IMS. 

In the answer LS CN1 asks other questions from SA5 about the granularity of the trace activation. 

Nokia proposes that the S-CSCF sends the trace activation to P-CSCF at the beginning of the Trace Session in the S-CSCF as shown in Figure below.
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Furthermore Nokia proposes to trace in IMS only SIP methods, i.e. whenever a SUBSCRIBE message is received by P-CSCF or S-CSCF it should trace it if the trace control and configuration parameters says it. 

This change requires modification in the draft TS 32.422 and that changes are described in S5-032635
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
