The attached draft of TS 52.008 (0.1.2) is technically identical to the previous version (v0.1.1). Only the release has been corrected and the date, the version number and the change history updated.

The previous cover sheet texts have been copied below.

The attached draft of TS 52.008 (v0.1.1) is technically identical to the draft (v0.1.0) that was submitted (as S5-028112) to SA5#28 (Sophia Antipolis, May 2002). Only a few (minor and obvious) editing errors have been fixed, most of them being references to the specification itself, GSM 12.08, which have been replaced by references to TS 52.008. 

The draft version 0.1.0 of TS 52.008 was compiled from GSM 12.08 v5.1.1 as agreed in SA5#27. It was reviewed in SA5#28 and the Trace RG agreed to postpone the publishing of TS 52.008 to Rel6.

Only as a reminder of what was done to GSM 12.08 when producing TS 52.008 out of it, the explanatory text from the original cover sheet of TS 52.008 v0.1.0 (S5-028112) is attached below (in italics).

The technical contents, according to all my checks so far, should be equal to GSM12.08.

Some changes have been made. Here’s a list of them:

· I have corrected several simple, obvious spelling errors, punctuation errors etc. (the most obvious ones even without change marks).

· I have re-formatted several lists (and also some other elements) and also changed the styles to make them compliant with TR 21.801 (Specification Drafting Rules). 

· I have re-drawn some figures because the original figures turned out to be very difficult or even impossible to edit. However, the figures should be one-to-one with the figures in 12.08 (except one exception, see next bullet)

· The most “visible” change is a complete re-draw of Figure 1. The original contained so much explanatory text in it and was so difficult to edit that I decided to re-draw it. At the same time I also took the explanations (of interfaces etc.) out of the figure itself and moved them to a list right after the table. This approach is different from what we did when drafting TS 32.108. There the explanations were collected into tables. But in this case I did not want to introduce new tables, because the numbering of tables in 12.08 is straight-forward (1,2,3,… without the section number but continuous) and adding tables in the beginning would have caused a change to the numbering all through the numerous tables deeper down in the spec. Change tracking does not show this change because I could not in fact take the old picture in first and then make the changes (the figure references to the spec itself in several places, so it had to be edited, anyway), but there is an editor’s note on this. To confirm that I have not missed anything I will have to ask you to take a look at GSM 12.08 v5.1.1.

· Please also note that the source for MAP-DEACTIVATE-TRACE-MODE in figure 1 was unclear in GSM 12.08. I added the source according to the assumption that it would be the same as for the corresponding activation procedure, i.e. GSM 09.02. – I took a very quick look at 09.02 and it seemed to be there, anyway please confirm that my assumption is correct.

· I have added some text (only for editorial reasons) to places where there were incomplete sentences or lists without a proper proposition as recommended by TR 21.801. 

· In section(s) 10(.3.x) there is a problem. The spec is referencing itself both in the text and in the GDMO definitions. I changed the references in the text to 52.008 (with change tracking). In the GDMO definitions I included a proposed change for the “DEFINED AS” clauses from 12.08 to 52.008. However, I do not know what to do with the registration entries. I have only highlighted them with yellow background. This should be discussed further in SA5#28.

· There is also a problem in the ASN.1 syntax. What to do to the references? I have only highlighted the potential problem areas with yellow background colour.

· The references all through the spec need to be checked. There is an AI for this.

· I tried to check the styles all through the document, and made several changes in them, to make them compliant with TR 21.801.
