7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B plenary discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 Feature “Charging Management”
7.1.1 Draft Rel-6 TS 32.240

S5-034634 “Draft TS 32.240 version 0.5.0”.
This is the new version of TS 32.240, based on the agreements of meeting #33 as documented in S5-034540.  The document had not been discussed at the last meeting due to lack of time, and was therefore carried over to this meeting.  The following conclusions were reached:

-
add text in the scope above the diagram to indicate more clearly the contents of the TSs depicted in the diagram;

-
add a placeholder for further 32.27x TSs in the diagram;

-
add TS 32.295 as the home of Ga into the diagram (working title:  “Charging Data Record (CDR) transfer”;

-
agree the added definitions;

-
the new content in 4.2.1.1 (defining “mandatory”, “conditional” and “operator configurable” charging parameters) is to be moved to a place after the common architecture has been described, as the new content uses these architecture concepts;

-
the working assumption is that new content in 4.2.1.1 needs to be written in a way that backward compatibility with IMS and GPRS is assured, and also commonality between offline and onlnie charging is achieved (referring to the issue where the operator configurable parameters are filtered);

-
the addition of 5.4.x (service architecture) was agreed, it was acknowledged that the details may have to be enhanced while the draft TS is further progressed;

-
the new text in section 6.2. was agreed with the addition of two editor’s notes as follows:

· To state that this new text is copied from TS 32.200 (Rel-5) as a starting point and furhter refinement is necessary;

· To state that the existence of the SCCF and CPCF is under investigation and needs to be aligned with TS 32.296;
-
there are numerous further text changes in S5-034634, due to lack of time they were not discussed and will maintain their revision marks in the next version.

It was then agreed to complete a new version based on the agremeents above after the meeting (AI Siemens and T-Mobile) and send it out on the SWG-B reflector no later than next Monday.  It will then subject to a one week review period over email in order for the group to decide whether to send the draft TS to the upcoming SA meeting for information, subject to SA5 approval of this procedure.  The SWG-B chair will request SA5 approval at the closing SA5 plenary.  (Note:  during the SA5 plenary, it was decided to send the draft TS via the SA5 email reflector).
The result of the above is new version 0.6.0 in S5-034765, which maintains all revision marks, and S5-034772, which is a clean copy of S5-034765 and also adds a submission ccover sheet, i.e. ready for forwarding to SA.

Closed.  The outcome of the above discussion and conclusion will be found in S5-03476 and S5-034772.
S5-034756 “Draft TS 32.240, version 0.6.0”, maintaining all revision marks.
The output document of the above effort, to be the basis of further work in conjunction with S5-034772..
Closed.  According to the result of the above procedure.  The next working draft of the TS will be based on this document and S5-034772.

S5-034772 “Draft TS 32.240, version 0.6.0”, clean version including a SA submission cover sheet.

The second output document of the above effort, and the candidate for SA information if agreed with the above procedure.

Closed.  According to the result of the above procedure.  The next working draft of the TS will be based on this document and S5-034765

This part of the Rel-6 charging work is on schedule.

7.1.2 Draft Rel-6 TS 32.298

S5-034744 “Rel-6 TS 32.298 Correction on QoS Information”.

This document proposes the extension of the QoS field length in TS 32.298 from 12 octets to 13 octets due to the corresponding Rel-5 CRs to TSs 24.008 and 29.060.  However, it was observed that there is a more recent Rel-5 CR that also adds the downlink data rates for HSDPA (N4-031374), thus increasing the maximum size of the field to 15.  It was agreed that this N4 document shall be taken as the basis to enhance TS 32.298 accordingly.  This change will be included in the next version of TS 32.298.  AI TS 32.298 editor (T-Mobile).
Note that there is a corresponding CR for TS 32.215 (Rel-5) in S5-034716, this CR needs to be upgraded accordingly and is treated in the BC RG session.

Closed.
This part of the Rel-6 charging work remains on schedule.
7.2 Rel-6 WT “Interfaces to Billing Domain, Bx”
S5-034307 “Revision – first draft of TR 32.297 V0.3.0”.
Due to company internal urgent issues, the editor of TS 32.297 (Nortel) could not attend the meeting, and no new version of the TS was supplied.  Given that situation, it was agreed that no discussion take place.  Siemens, as the author of S5-034307, took an AI to contact the editor of TS 32.297 and ask that he include the remaining items of S5-034307 into TS 32.297, so that these items can be discussed on the basis of the next TS draft.  Depending on the outcome of this discussion, Siemens will provide an update of S5-034307 if and as appropriate.
Closed.

S5-034741 “Proposed updates to 32.297 to incorporate File Transfer IRP”.

This document triggered an intensive discussion on how charging should use the FT IRP and what charging would require from the IRP.  It was agreed that ideally, the only material about the optional use of the IRP in TS 32.297 should be a statement of exactly that (i.e. “the FT IRP can be used as an implementation otion on top of the FTP only solution”), and all the functionality would be specified generically in the IRP.  Specifically, the issue of file naming conventions, currently specified in both the IRP and TS 32.297, and the description of the FTP flows (currently in TS 32.297, the status of such item in the IRP TSs is unknown) were raised.  Also discussed were the potential needs for the IRP to control the roles of the agent and manager for both FTP session control and responsibility for the file transfer (push/pull model).
It was agreed that SWG-B should seek a joint session with the IRP group of SWG-C in the next SA5 meeting, AI Motorola/SWG-B chair to make appropriate arrangements.  It was also agreed that Motorola would summarise the issues discussed as a contribution to the joint session, this contribution will be discussed via email to finaslise it as a group input to the joint session.
Closed.  Will be superseded by the new contribution to SA5#36bis as described above.
WT completion is on schedule.
7.3 Rel-6 WT “Online Charging System - Rating Application”
S5-034715 “Draft TS 32.296-020”
This document is included in S5-034737.

Withdrawn.
S5-034737 “TS32.296 v 0.2.1”.

All changes from SA5#35bis were agreed, i.e. the corresponding revision marks were removed from the document.  Then, a lively discussion came about on the new additions to the document.  Besides several small items that were edited into a new draft online, the following major conclusions were reached:

· In figure 5.1, to reinstantiate the recharge server and Rr as the associated reference point, but to add a note under the figure that more external systems may be connected to the OCS, which are not considered in the scope of the TS;

· In clause 6.1.1.1, with the addition of statements that the priceRequest is used by the ECF, and the tariffRequest is used by the BCF and the SCF, the definitions of these requests were agreed.  It was also agreed that the term “scenario” should not be used in conjunction with the two requests, it was proposed to rephrase this to “method”.  AI Amdocs to make this modification in the next draft version of the TS.

· In clause 6.2.1.1, the flow is no longer considered as an example but viewed as the flow for this scenario;

· In clause 6.2.1.2, this scenario was considered incomplete, further study is needed for cases where multiple price requests occur.  After some text changes, the clause was accepted as the status quo, and a note was added about the need for further investigation into this scenario.  AI T-Mobile to perform this investigation and bring a related contribution to the next meeting.

It was finally argued how to handle the situation of still having two options for Re as specified in TR 32.815, with the difficulty progressing the TS for both options and the request from SA to agree on a single option.  Thus it was agreed to contribute three documents to the next meeting, one each to provide reasons why it is best:

· to only pursue option 2 (rating engine model) (T-Mobile)

· to only pursue option 3 (extended rating engine model) (Amdocs)

· to pursue both options (Siemens)

The delegates in brackets are the “document champions”, i.e. the contacts for contributions or questions towards those documents, implying that no contributions for the above action shall be published without co-ordinating with the “champion”.  Those parties interested in a particular one of the above solutions should therefore contribute through the document champion.

Based on these contributions, an attempt will be made at the next meeting for the group to agree one of the three above documents for the future work on TS 32.296, and an SA5 vote at SA5#37 will be prepared next meeting if no agreement in SWG-B is reached.
Closed.  The new draft of TS 32.296 (v0.3.0) with the above agreements is found in S5-034763.

S5-034754 “Rev. Draft TS 32.296 v0.2.0”.

Not discussed due to lack of time.

8.1 SWG-B vice chair nominations

No other nomination was put forward, so the second vice chair position remains open.  While delegates attending this meeting are investigating a nomination with their companies at home, it is also hoped that one or more of the delegates who couldn’t attend this meetinmg will step forward.
