5 Review of the last meeting report

The last meeting report from the SWG-B plenary can be found in Tdoc S5-034606.  It was agreed without changes.

5.1 Action items from the last meeting

5.1.1 Clarification on BID / SID (SC-35b-1)

Motorola was sent an e-mail to the contact person of the LS therefore this action item can be closed. The received answer e-mail contains regarding the question on clarification of the description of SID/BID used in TR 22.952 the internet link to: http://www.cibernet.com/product_descriptions/product_ciber_sidsbids.html.
Some delegates used this link to get more information. They assumed in conjunction with the Priority Service that the BID/SID parameters are more widely applicable in the core network for CS and PS domain and IM subsystem.

This assumption should be also clarified and for single communication point Motorola agreed to send another e-mail to the contact person and clarify with him this question (AI: SC-36-1). All delegates can investigates with their SA1 colleagues regarding this issue.

6.1.1 Routing of MM with multiple addresses
The  LS on Routing of MM with multiple addresses from BARG CPWP raised the problem which was discussed also during the last SA5 plenary and the status on this issue is unknown.  Therefore this LS was put on hold so long as the group dispose about enough information. The group also believe that the GSMA request doesn’t solve their problem. In addition of the single behaviour there exit a need to include also the SMTP address of the recipient into the messages and thus in the MMS-CDR. T-Mobile and Siemens took the action item to contact the chair of BARG CPWP WG, Axel Dörner, to clarify the status and further proceeding (AI: SC-36-3).
6.1.2 MMS Reference Points to the Charging and Billing Domains
This draft LS out on MMS Reference Points to the Charging and Billing Domains was arranged by Orange and Siemens and request T2 to consider on the following issues:
- the inclusion of a new reference point for MMS online charging in Rel-6 e.g. MM9;

- it should be clarified that the existing reference point MM8 is only for offline charging and must add for Rel-4;

- due to the fact that MMS Online Charging is available since Rel-6 the clauses which contains the support of prepaid service in Rel-4 and Rel-5 could be misinterpreted and should be removed.

The group doesn’t support of sending an LS to T2 because the both companies are also involved and could easy communicate directly the issues especially the work of SA5 isn’t directly involved (AI: SC-36-2). The proposal itself was supported by the group and the LS is rejected and closed. 
6.1.3 Charging aspects of Priority Service Guide (draft TR 22.952)
The LS reply on charging aspects of Priority Service Guide (draft TR 22.952) from SA1 clarifies that Priority Service is only applicable to postpaid subscribers and not, as SA5 had assumed in a previous LS also for prepaid subscribers. This will be taken into account when the Priority Service is specifying in TS 32.250. The LS noted and no reply is necessary.
6.1.4 CS interconnect accounting for multi-media services e.g. video telephony
In the LS reply on MBMS Volume/Time Based Charging from SA1 was indicated that no need exist to generate volume and time based data per user for MBMS charging.  This requirement has to taken into account when MBMS Charging should be specified. The LS noted and no reply is necessary.
