4.1 Tdoc S5-037244r1 (Communication Surveillance Requirement; China Mobile)

· Moto: Propose change the TS 32.350 to TS 32.351;  The proposal was agreed.
· China Mobile: “The triggered Communication Surveillance notification shall be emitted only to the triggering NM” is proposed to be changed as “The triggered Communication Surveillance notification should be emitted only to the triggering NM” .  The main reason is the filter is the performance killer. In order to avoid the notification performance affected by filter, the “shall “ is changed as “should”. The decision is depending on the Notification Channel performance. The proposal was agreed.

· China Mobile: In original triggeringHeartBeat operation environment, the trigged heartbeat shall only be sent to triggering IRPManager.  In order to fulfil this goal, a filter has to be set by IRPAgent. Based on our 3G LAB test result, the filter is the Notification performance killer. China Mobile highly concern the system performance, we would like the all the IRPManager can receive the triggered heartbeat to guarantee system performance .
· E///: That depend on system performance.
Rapporteur group agreed following suggestion

One notification shall be emitted as follows: 

a) One notification to the soliciting IRPManager,

or

b) One notification to each of the subscribed IRPManagers.

If the operation fails the notification shall not be emitted.

One of the two options above shall be chosen depending on system performance considerations. Alternative a) is the preferred option.
· Moto: We need consider the value of the operation “setHeartBeat”, especially the M/O
· China Mobile: We can keep an editor’s note here and keep it to open to next meeting.

· China Moible: When IRPManager invoke the “setHeatBeat” operation, IRPAgnet can reject this operation with the information “the minimal heartBeat supported by the IRPAgent. We can discuss it in next meeting. If we can get agreement regarding the rejection condition, we may easy get the M/O final decision.
