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At the last meeting, the rationale for the "Conditional Disclaimer" clause in the current SM use case template was questioned and a discussion on this need agreed for this meeting. We agree that the current label and its interpretation are not very useful and recommend that the clause label be changed to "Assumptions" which was the original proposal for this clause! So perhaps it is useful to recall the history of the discussion that led to the inclusion of that clause.

The original basis for this clause were the use cases found in a draft ITU-T Recommendation on emergency telecommunications service (ETS) shared for another reason with SWG A  (S5-032015). Subsequently that Recommendation (now known as M.3350) has been progressed further and is currently out for approval. Attached is an excerpt of use cases from that draft (from section 6.3.3) and your attention to the Assumption clauses of these use cases is requested. Specifically they are offered as the rationale for the replacement in the use case template of the Conditional Disclaimer clause by an Assumption clause.

It is also suggested that he use of the terms "Actor" and "Role" in the excerpts might also be examined.
