4.2 Tdoc S5-037261 (Reusing Bulk CM IS for Inventory Management; Nortel)

Presented by Nortel

Questions: 

· Should exceptions be defined for other operations that are not valid for Inventory Management, e.g. pre-activate?  It was agreed that this was not needed as these operations can only be done after a download (which can not be done for Inventory Management).

· Should there be an additional parameter in the getSessionStatus operation output to indicate whether the session is an Inventory or Configuration Management activity?  This could be useful for other IRPManagers to find out the activity type of a session.  How does this impact discussions in Security Management where it is being proposed that only the IRPManager that started a session can send commands related to the session?
Comments:

· An exception should be introduced (in 7.5.1.6) for the download operation,  i.e. to cover the case when a download is attempted when session activityType is “Inventory Management”.

· Some changes are required to the Introduction,  Scope and other affected clauses of the Bulk CM IS to cover Inventory Management.
· How to prevent an IRPManager from starting an Inventory Management session and then trying to upload Bulk CM parameters (e.g. radio parameters)?  Maybe a comment should be put in the upload operation sub-clause stating that the file content is dependent on Activity Type,  i.e. an Inventory session uploaded file shall contain Inventory data and not CM data.
Conclusion: …

Ericsson will look at the Bulk CM IS and see what other changes are required, on the basis that Nortel’s solution is accepted,  and present a contribution at the next meeting.
