Rationale

3.1 Background

Huawei got an action item at #35 (Sophia Antipolis) meeting that Huawei should provide a suggestion on log record attributes. 

3.2 Content

This contribution proposes requirements for the contents of Notification Log.

Huawei believes that Notification Log should be aligned with ITU X.735. Some of the contents in this contribution come from this source.

This contribution is based on S5-036936R1 MOT WT08 32331-008.
The reasons that Huawei modifies S5-036936R1 MOT WT08 32331-008 are listed below.
1.      Resumption/suspension of Log were described in S5-037156 MOT WT08 32332-006 but not included in the requirements. As Huawei thinks they are necessary, they are included in S5-036936R1 MOT WT08 32331-008.

2.      Both State and notification were described in the section “Detection of the Notification Log state” of S5-036936R1 MOT WT08 32331-008. We separate them into 2 sections.

3.      It is necessary to explain the relationship between the concept of Log capacity threshold alarm and the concept of Log full action. We think that log full action should be described before log capacity threshold alarm.

4.      To Huawei’s understanding, “5.1Management of Log/Log Records” should include the retrieval of Log and Log Records. And Management of Log is quite different from that of Log Records, it is necessary to separate them. Management of Log section includes retrieval of Log, and Management of Log Records section includes retrieval of Log Records.

5.      Some information that IRPManager wants IRPAgent to provide (e.g. log size, current log size) is identified. It is explained why Huawei also introduces State management attributes into NL requirement document.

6.      Finally a few inconsistencies are corrected in the terminology used.
