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This contribution provides in written form Motorola input on Action Item 35.2 – “Section 6.5.1 in draft TS 32.412:  Propose clarification of attribute probableCause”.

· Comment:

· The legal value for probable cause within these PM IRP threshold monitoring triggered alarms should be "threshold crossed" only, as none of the other 32.111-x possibilities apply.

· X733 defines "threshold crossed” as follows: “A limit (configurable or not) has been exceeded" - and this is exactly what is being defined within the context of the PM IRP Threshold Monitoring capabilities: "an alarm shall be generated when a threshold has been reached or crossed". This may be accompanied by another alarm (either on the same level or on a higher level), but this is outside the scope of definitions on Threshold Monitoring.
· Proposed Changes:
· In 6.5.1 on attribute definition for "probableCause": change legal value from the current text
· “Any valid probableCause as defined by 3GPP TS 32.111-2 [4].”
· to either:

· "Threshold Crossed", (preferred), or
· “For an alarm emitted though the PM IRP, the legal value for probableCause shall be “Threshold Crossed.””
