The meeting report from SA5#36 (S5-032704r1) was reviewed.

Review of action items

The action items were reviewed. 

Feature Subscription Management

Abstract: 

S5-042016 Rel-4/5/6 SWG-A, SWG-C & SWG-D SA5 TS titles alignment (Ericsson)

Description: This is the resulting draft of the work that the “old and new SWGC and SWGD chair teams” has made the past months together with MCC (John Meredith and Adrian Zoicas), to analyse and propose alignment and corrections of all SA5 TS titles, mainly to align with the new IRP types in the approved update of 32.102 made some meetings ago. Only two changes have been made compared to the previous draft provided in S5-030629 (besides changes in this cover page, shown with revision marks) – see Note1 below.
The principles behind these changes, and the changes themselves, have been provisionally agreed by John Meredith at the SA5#35meeting and by the joint C/D opening closing plenary #35bis.  It should now be implemented for all TSs in all releases from Rel4 and onwards (implementation in the MCC specifications DataBase and preparation of CRs for SA#23 (03/2004)). Please note: The Rel4 titles are not shown here, but should be changed to the same as the corresponding Rel5 titles.
Discussions:  All Subscription Management TS Titles shall have a common structure: 
Telecommunication management; Subscription Management (SuM) instead of Telecommunication management; Services operations management; Subscription management
Also the abbreviation SuM for Subscription Management shall be incorporated in all 3GPP documents: Work Item Description, TS 21.905, and the Subscription Management Specifications. John Islip, Lucent took the Action Item Advise MCC to change the abbreviation from SM to SuM.

Conclusions: Approved with changes, which have been implemented in S5-042016r1.

Description: Lu Overall_SuM_UseCase
Discussions: The use cases contained in the contributions together with the contributions S5-042009, 
S5-042010, S5-042011, S5-042012 and S5-042013 intended to form a set of use cases covering all scenarios of Subscription Management.  
The group after reviewing the contributions decided on a top down creation of use cases to be able to cover all of Subscription Management. 
As a result the top Subscription level in co-ordination with the object classes in 32.172 has been worked out forming the output document. 
The further levels for User and Service have to be created in e-mail discussions and possibly conference calls before SA5#37. The use cases for each level shall be Create/Add, Modify, Delete and GetDetails.
The use case template has also been modified replacing the clause Actor(s) by Role(s).
There have been doubts about the relation of the clauses Assumptions and Pre-Conditions, so Dave Sidor, Nortel took the Action Item to clarify usage of the assumptions clause and its relation with the preconditions clause in the use case template.
The complexity of the use cases will depend on whether a User shall only belong to one or several subscriptions, so Istvan Aba, T-Mobile took the Action Item To clarify the need of an SuMUser belonging to more than one subscriber
