In CORBA, the logical communication path could be event channels and proxies. China Mobile points the potential problem in CORBA solution set, where one proxy sending HeartBeat, other proxies sending Notifications and Alarms. Even the IRPManager receive the HeatBeat, it can’t make correct conclusions. RG group agreed that the logical communication paths constituting link-b needed to be monitored by CS capability. However the solution proxyID proposed in this contribution should be discussed in IS level in next meeting.

In S5-046031, Ericsson proposes comments on CSIRP requirement. After having reviewed the proposal paragraph-by-paragraph and updated on line, RG group accepted the proposal. The Tdoc number of this contribution including the discussion content is changed to S5-046031r1. China Mobile will update the CSIRP Requirement TS 32.351 and submit it to next meeting for check.
