5 Review of the last meeting report

5.1 Action items from the last meeting

5.1.1 Clarification on BID / SID (SC-36-1)

Motorola was sent the clarification request to James Garrahan (Telcordia Technologies) and got information about the usage of BID form a US GSM carrier: "All North American carriers use BIDS in GSM for billing and financial settlement.  (There even some international operators that use them too!) For international carriers, CIBERNET has assigned 1 BID per PLMN.  For NA carriers, we are using BIDs like we did in TDMA--per market or geographic locations." BIDs are used for services in the circuit switched domain (not specific to Priority) and supposed in the packet switched domain but the transmission on signalling channels is unclear. Therefore, Motorola will ask SA5 delegates with radio expertise or colleagues which radio specification depicted the transmission of BIP via the radio channel (AI: SC-36b-1).

5.1.2 MMS Online Charging architecture impact (SC-36-2)

Siemens was contacted the T2 chair, Josef Laumen, and arranged a T2 CR for the introduction of the MMS Online Charging reference point into the MMS reference architecture in TS 23.140 Rel-6. The proposed contribution was submitted over the T2 reflector for discussion and will be arranged to the next T2 meeting from 16th January – 20th January  in Malaga (Spain). The action item is closed. 
5.1.3 MM with multiple addresses (SC-36-3)

6.1.1 Routing of MM with multiple addresses
The LS on Routing of MM with multiple addresses from BARG CPWP requires the clarification with the chair of BARG CPWP WG (AI: SC-36-3) and sill open till the next meeting.
