It is the view of the Rapporteur Group that it should be possible to suggest the PM IRP CORBA SS for approval after the next meeting.

A contribution on the usage of the MOC/MOI parameter of the performance notification carrying threshold crossing/clearing information in TS 32.412 was discussed, and will be re-worked to the next meeting.

A CR on introduction of Measurement Job overload management in 32.412 was discussed and agreed for re-work to SA5#37.

4 Review of input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5-046040 (China Mobile TS 32.413 PMIRP_CORBA_SS)
Presented by Rui Lanlan, CMCC/BUPT.

Questions: 

-  It was asked by Ericsson if  this CORBA SS been aligned with the latest approved version of PM IRP IS. The author confirmed that the latest version of the IS has been used.

Ericsson: Has the IDL of this CORBA SS been test compiled with no errors? The author replied that this is the case.

Comments:

· Section 3.2: Check if OMG needs to be included in the explanation of IDL.

· Table 2: Status (last line in table). It was discussed if the exception “createMeasurementJob” is correctly defined. It was concluded that it is OK, and should stay as is. 
· The usage of capital “S” in “Status” needs to be checked at several places (operation parameter)
· It was commented by Motorola that the inclusion of “NotificationIRPconstDefs.idl” makes it redundant to define Notification IRPConstDefs in other parts of the IDL specification. Ericsson thought that this rather is a matter of style. It was concluded that the PM IRP CORBA SS should follow the style of existing CORBA SS for other IRPs.
· It was commented that the IDL comment “time period is based on 5 minutes” is not needed in the CORBA SS, as this already is defined in the IS.
· “Local Time type” should be changed to “UTC Time” in the IDL.

· Corresponding text in 32.401 (and possibly 32.411) needs to be checked.

· The meaning of JobPriority low/medium/high needs to be elaborated more.
