Terms of Reference (ToR) for SWG-C

The SWG-C is responsible for specifying Interface IRPs (Interface Integration Reference Points; for definition see TS 32.102/32.150) for the telecom management of the 3G system infrastructure over Itf-N, focusing on CM (Configuration Management), FM (Fault Management), PM (Performance Management) and Security Management.

Each of these IRPs shall follow the principles and structure for IRPs and their specifications as defined in 3GPP TS 32.102/32.150, with Requirements, technology neutral Information Service (IS) to define operations and notifications, and one or more technology specific Solution Sets to these ISs. For the consistency of the Interface IRPs with the overall architecture and principles of SA5, one or more high-level concept and requirement specification(s) may also be produced/updated.
For definition of the terms IRP, Itf-N, Information Model, Information Service and Solution Set, please refer to 3GPP TS 32.101.
