4 Review of input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5-040028 (Impact assessment for Wideband Distribution Systems (WDS) into O&M specifications ; RAN4)

Questions: 

· Why does this have such an old WI description (from 2001)? 

Comments:

- It was suggested by Thomas that we send this to SWGA for further consideration, since it has architectural impacts and we don’t know in WT12 what SA5 should do or not, and what is the status in RAN4. We should normally work on O&M of already decided features in RAN.  SWGA should be the entry point for new requirements on SA5 (but this is a very old issue it seems).
Conclusion: Agreed to send it to SWGA FFS. We should also ask SA5 delegates to create an action item to review the document attached to the LS.
4.2 Tdoc S5-048058 (LS from RAN3 concerning RET; RAN3)

Presented by John Mudge.

 John also informed that RAN3 will meet this week and discuss RET, and they may be proposing an ad-hoc meeting with SA5 on RET at beginning of February.

RAN3 asked us to consider the following ACTION: 
“TSG RAN WG 3 kindly asks TSG SA WG 5 to take a reset capability in which the whole set of RET adjustments are undone if one RET antenna from a set could not be successfully adjusted into account for their work on the network wide control of RET antennas.”

Trevor Pirt (Motorola) noted that the Bulk CM IRP already has a fallback capability that maybe could be used to support this requirement, if needed.

The group agreed that John Mudge would draft an LS response to this LS on Thursday in a break-out session with interested delegates, after obtaining information from this week’s RAN3 meeting (especially on their views on architectural implications of RET so that we know if the potential impacts on SA5 are large or small). 

The LS response should also contain information about possible interest in SA5 of a telephone conference (or possibly an f2f ad-hoc meeting if we are invited to that).

We also had a short discussion on how/where to work on RET support in SA5, if it would be decided that we need Itf-N support of RET in Rel6. Thomas noted that it should be decided on SA5 level, for all new features or functions to be included in existing as well as new releases. It was asked if we cannot just include it as some new NRM parameters within WT12, and to that Thomas responded that this may or may not be done depending on the size and complexity, but in any case SA5 should first approve what we should do and where to do it, for anything than minor enhancements of existing functions/models. The above discussion that shows possible implications also on Bulk CM is an example of that – this would mean work that impact not only an NRM but also an Interface IRP.

John Islip then asked if it would be a good idea to draft a new WI description which SA5 could consider for doing this work under a new separate WT. There were no objections to this, so John said he would probably do that this week, for information to the closing SA5 plenary.
Conclusion: John Mudge to draft an LS response to RAN3 this week, together with interested parties, and John Islip to draft a new WI description for a RET management WT.

4.3 Tdoc S5-048026 (Clarification of VsDataContainer definition; Ericsson)

Presented by Thomas

Questions/Comments: 

· CMCC: Why not also have other notifications for VsDataContainer, such as alarms? Response: Lucent support that, but for the (non-VsDataContainer) object instance extended by the VsDataContainer. A proposal for that would be needed. Trevor then mentioned that Motorola have some ideas about this that they plan to submit soon, including attributeValueChange notifications. 

· Olaf asked if we need not a clarification that Basic CM cannot access individual VS attributes inside the VsData attribute. Trevor suggested that it could actually be done in a similar way as for Bulk CM, accessing individual VS attributes. The group was however not sure of this, and this needs to be clarified.

· If VsDataContainer can not be accessed via Basic CM today, by removing the sentence about “only accessed via Bulk CM” it may cause uncertainty whether it is mandatory or not to support access of it with Basic CM.

Conclusion: The contribution should be resubmitted to next meeting (or updated), considering comments above. Everybody should consider the comments and questions.

4.4 Tdoc S5-048027 (Inclusion of Iur Link in UTRAN NRM; T-Mobile)

Comments:

- It needs to be re-done based on the latest 32.642 version coming out after SA#22.

· The latest UML Repertoire has not been followed (e.g. solid diamonds, <<names>> for containment relations)

· The diagram would be improved by some “tidy-up” such as showing the names of all relations and have some of the IOCs not so close to each other.
· The “ExternalRncUtranCellRelation/ ExternalRncUtranCellRelation/” below fig. 6.1 should be removed (?)

· The ExternalRncUtranCellRelation vs. ControlledCellList should be checked. Should we keep the old name of the relation (ExternalRncUtranCellRelation) when the relationship attribute name is changed to ControlledCellList?

· The attribute ControlledCellList is also missing in the attr. def. table 6.5.1.

Conclusion: To be updated to next meeting based on comments above.

· Cover page: WI code, Source, Date are not correct.
· Indentation of the IDL is not OK (const string CLASS)
