In Rel-6, new charging streams for Location Service shall be generated in the Service Domain. This charging streams need to be correlated with the existing associated charging streams coming from the CS Domain. This implies that some correlation information need collected at both levels. It is proposed to add correlation information (Call Reference Number + MSC Identifier) in MSC LCS related CDRs to allow correlation with GMLC CDRs.

LCS Charging principles in Rel-6 are based on CDR generation at both the access (MSC) and the service level (GMLC). The MSC LCS CDRs and GMLC CDRs need to be correlated. However no correlation information is captured in these CDRs.
