Rationale

The current wording of the draft requirement puts a real-time requirement on inventory management, but inventory management by definition is not real-time.

Consequences and implications

The proposal removes the real-time implication of the current requirement. Otherwise this requirement would implicitly impose unnecessarily strict performance requirements on the managers which manage sometimes several hundred agents.

Issues of discussion

Currently requirement 6 states:
Interface-N may support generation of notifications when Inventory Units are changed (e.g. when a Inventory Unit is installed). Support of this notification is dependent on the type of Inventory Unit.(FFS for Rel-6)

It is proposed to change this to:

Interface-N may support notifications for some types of Inventory Units, when one of these Inventory Units is replaced or installed. It is not required to send such a notification real-time directly after replacement/installation. Sending such a notification may also be triggered by local service activities or be done periodically at a daily rate or more seldom. 
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
