Comments:

· Huawei: Why two file naming conventions, when to use it or not (for the same data)? Can it really be known beforehand which format to be used?

· Ericsson: The name of the file is a boarder line case, as the name of the file is not purely independent of the file protocol.

· Vodafone: Why is it not possible to have the same name for both?

· Motorola: We should compare with annex A of FT IRP IS.

· Nortel: It would mean that we need to change the existing file naming convention.

· Motorola: There is still time to adapt the FT IRP, as it is not sent for approval from this meeting.

· Lucent: can we decide on the principle of aligning PM IRP file format with FT IRP?

· Ericsson and Nokia: We should propose an extension to the file format.

· Nortel: if we want to align with current FT IRP we will loose backwards compatibility.

Conclusion: AP on all to suggest an extension mechanism. To be discussed at a joint FT IRP/WTP4 session for next meeting. Charging might have the same problem (expected to be checked by FT IRP WT)

The document was agreed for rework to next meeting according to the above comments and might need further adjustments depending on the result from the planned joint FT IRP/WTP4 session.
