1.2 Executive summary

1.2.1 Achievements of this meeting

RG group discussed and compared the solutions proposed by China Mobile (S5-046168, S5-046169) and Motorola (S5-046184), which try to satisfy the same requirement that IRPMangager need to know the Object related equipment Shutdown or Restart Status. After discussion, Most of companies in RG group got the conclusion that the NotifyObejectRestart and NotifyObejectShutdown is better than the state management method proposed by Motorola, the latter has relationship with the definition of the Operational State (Enable, Disable) and needs long discussion for the redefinition of ITU-T X.731 Operational State definition. Nevertheless, no agreement was got in RG group. China Mobile need rework their contribution for next meeting discussion.

S5-046167 from China Mobile points out a potential fundamental problem of 3GPP AlarmIRP, which lacking of the capability to convey exact MOC information to let the IRPManager to know the real problem happened in NE. As S5-046167 pointed out, that AlarmIRP cability is limited by NRM definition. RG group agreed the requirement that AlarmIRP shall let the IRPManager to know the detail alarm. However, whether the introduction of the Inventory DN as an applicable method need further study. China Mobile will rework this contribution for next meeting discussion.
