Rationale

The proposed primary basis for the relationship between the Assumptions and Pre-Conditions clauses is that they are mutually exclusive use case factors. In other words, an item included for consideration in the Assumptions clause cannot be present in the Pre-Conditions clause and vice-versa.

The following differences between the Assumptions and Pre-Conditions are also proposed:
- Assumptions are more general statements that help understand the context within which the use case operates and are not expected to be verified in the body of the use case.
- Exceptions can only be based on Pre-Conditions.

Further understanding of the differences between the two clauses is found in the examples contained within S5-032726.
