4 Review of Release 6 / WT07 input documents 

4.1 S5-046131: Relation between FT IRP and Bulk CM IRP
Ericsson presented this contribution – with respect to the relationship between FT IRP and BulkCM IRP (and other IRP’s) the WT concluded that the requirements on relationship to other IRP’s stay intact and that the download functionality as generic capability of the FT IRP remain. Nevertheless the WT also stated that specification changes needed by those IRP’s to make reuse of the FT IRP are outside the scope of the FT IRP specification – and recognized that this might be subject to implementation in upcoming releases.
4.2 S5-046172: 32.342 V1.1.1 – File Transfer IRP IS
The editor (China Mobile) presented the new version of this IS. Motorola noted that the download functionality should remain. The remainder of the discussion focussed on the File Name definitions:
· Suggestion to add an application specific field

· Questions were raised on separator before expiration time and job id – TBD

It has been noted that some WTP4 contributions addressing changes to the measurement file name defined in 32.401 to align with FT IRP definitions – and it has been recognized that further discussions are needed with WTP4 regarding those changes. Therefore joint sessions with WTP4 are suggested for upcoming meetings.

4.3 S5-046173: 32.343 V0.0.1 – File Transfer IRP SS
The editor (China Mobile) presented the first draft of this specification – due to limited time no detailed review had been conducted. Ericsson noted that certain guidelines on SS structure should be followed – Motorola recommended submission of a contribution for 32.150 detailing such guidelines.
4.4 S5-046185: 32.341 V1.0.3 – File Transfer IRP Requirements
The editor (Motorola) presented this version of 32.341 – the WT agreed to changes in accordance with S5-046131on relationships to other IRP’s. The WT agreed to recommend sending the updated version to SA for approval.
