GSMA CPWP thanks 3GPP SA2 for their assessment contained in TDoc S2-033802. 

We share the view that it may difficult if not impossible to implement specific inter operator tariffs for signalling (as opposed to actual “payload” tariffs).  

Still the possibility to identify PDP contexts related to IMS signalling related PDP contexts seems important to us, because in order to push GPRS business operators may look at introducing duration based inter operator tariffs for GPRS. 

As IMS signalling contexts are “always on”, we are still concerned that such “session” tariffs may jeopardise the overall IMS roaming business case.  

As advised by SA2 we will base the implementation of the signalling indicator on TAP based upon the signalling indication contained in the QoS IEI.
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
