1.2 Executive summary

1.2.1 Achievements of this meeting

WT07 session was split in two parts. The first session reviewed the latest updates to the body of the FT IRP IS following the previous #37 meeting. This session concluded with just a few remaining minor outstanding issues. These will be addressed with updated resubmission to the next meeting. There was general agreement this part of the specification should then be ready for approval. The second session was a joint session with SWG D to review Annex A File Naming Convention and the alignment of file naming across the IRPs that use FT IRP, specifically for PM. The overall outcome of this joint session is recorded in the SWG C/D Report. This WT07 report also records the outcome from a WT07 perspective. Close agreement was reached on the naming convention, but some detailed points require further study so that recommendations can be made to the next #38 meeting to finalize the naming convention. It is then anticipated agreement should be able to be reached to send the complete FT IRP IS for SA approval.

There was insufficient time to review the FT IRP CORBA SS contribution.
