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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA5 SWG C would like to thank ITU-T SG4 Q12 for their liaison  S5-046324 ITU-T liaison  Ref. : TD 42 Rev. 3 (PLEN),  COM 4 – LS 17 – E Structured probable cause from Rapporteur, Q.12/4 which was discussed during SA5 meeting number 37bis.

SA5 have developed protocol neutral specifications for Network management interfaces for the management of mobile telecommunication networks.

SA5 advises ITU-T SG4 that SA5 notes their work on structured probable causes, but at the current point in time does not have any specific opinion to convey.

In order to better appreciate the impact SA5 would like to know when the results of introducing the structured probable cause concept will take effect, such that ITU-T recommendations ( i.e. real examples of this work) may be considered, before applying changes to existing specifications.
