4 Review of input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5-048247 Signaling Transport NW IRP Req, China Mobile

Presented by China Mobile and the rapporteur.

Questions: 

· The STN contributions do only support a subset of X.721. So what is the purpose for having the STN specifications? No answer was given.

· The document is ambiguous as the requirements are dealing with configuration only, while the use case deals with the possibility to generate alarms only. So what is the intended use of the requirements? No answer was given.

Comments:

· The last comment in previous report is not regarded, i.e. the specification shall specify exactly which interfaces that are affected for Rel-6.

· The specification shall be clear on which nodes (and interfaces) are affected for Rel-6. Nodes and interfaces for coming releases shall not be included.

· When the purpose of the specifications is not clear, it is not possible to give comments on the technical contents. AI on China Mobile to clarify the purpose of the proposal.

· Requirement 2 should be reworded so it allows new technologies to be included in the future.

· T-Mobile thinks that it is better to start with a small scope, i.e. cover few interfaces rather than trying to cover everything. That is with the ATM work in mind.

· In the annex the text and the figure are contradicting each other, regarding which layer the layer the STN belongs to.

· The configuration aspects are already covered by ITU standards. 3GPP should not duplicate already existing standards.
Conclusion: The purpose for this feature needs to be documented.
4.2 Tdoc S5-048248 Signaling Transport NW IRP IS, China Mobile

Presented by China Mobile and the rapporteur.

Questions: 

· Is Iub-NBAP relevant, as it does not have any SS-7 protocol anywhere in its protocol stack? To be checked.

Comments:

· T-Mobile: The range of the attribute relatedLink in 5.5.1 should be "types of links", as the attribute carries the DN of links.

· T-Mobile: The range of the attribute appLayerItfType in 5.5.1 should be an open string, as the proposed names of protocols are not standardised anywhere.

· It is not possible to give more than very general comments, as the purpose of the specifications is not clear.

· The containment of SignallingPoint needs to be shown in this specification. The ATM root object is contained under ManagedElement, which is something that can be considered also for STN.
Conclusion: Discussed.
