5.4.1 Achievements of this meeting

After discussion S5-046342 (China Mobile) and S5-046356 (Ericsson), RG group got following agreement:

· CSIRP should support IRPManager to monitor all channel working status with the help of HeartBeat.

· IRPManager needs know channel configuration status in IRPAgent, through other method out side of Itf-N specifications, to help him to make right decision. The related information should be described in CSIRP IS appendix information.  

·  ‘Locator’ was accepted as parameter in NotifyHeartBeat input parameter definition which will be mapped as ‘ChannleID” in CSIRP CORBA SS. The qualifier should be M not O.

· The IOC “NtfDistributionService” defined in S5-046342 (China Mobile) was agreed to be removed.

·  “TriggerHeartBeat” is defined in Section 6.3.3.1(S5-046342), where two alternatives are described. Alternative b) should be the preferred option.

· In section 5.3.1.1, the latest sentence “The heartbeat notifications are submitted to NotificationIRP that will distribute them, via established notification subscriptions, to IRPManagers” has relationship to internal implementation method. A neural sentence is preferred. Motorola will prepare a contribution for next meeting discussion.
· The table specifying the IRPAgent behavior regarding the sending of heartbeat notification should be move to Appendix.

· Appendix described in S5-046356 (Ericsson) was accepted in principle with minor change, which can be seen in comments. 

China Mobile need update CSIRP IS and CSIRP CORBA SS based on agreed comments for next meeting discussion.

RG group discussed S5046355 from Siemens. This contribution proposes a method to satisfy the requirement that different IRPManager have different HeartBeat period. There are following concerns:

· Use cases are needed to convince us that different IRPManager having different HeartBeat period requirement which are owned by same operator.

· Performance problem caused by complex filter in CORBA channels.

· Time alignment problem in IRPAgent

· Network workload caused by too short HeartBeat period (1 minute or) 

No agreement was got for this contribution. Siemens needs rework this contribution based on comments for next meeting discussion if it is available.
