4 Review of Release 6 / WT08 input documents 

4.1 S5-046331: 32.333 V0.0.1 – Notification Log IRP CORBA SS

Presented by the editor (Ericsson) as a draft skeleton and discussed – noting:

· Thomas Tovinger (Ericsson) agreed to check if section 3.4 (IRP version string) is still required; Thomas also to forward other editorials to the editor

· Editor to align Annex A module names for Backward Compatibility

· China Mobile expressed the desire that the SS should go for information from the Beijing meeting

4.2 S5-046365: 32.332 V1.0.1 – Notification Log IRP IS

Presented by the editor (Motorola) and discussed – noting:

· 5.3.3.4 LogRecord

· China Mobile raised the point that the LogRecord may not be very useful with only the current two attributes

· Siemens and Huawei stated they would also like to see more attributes added in line with ITU-T and OMG, e.g. log time and content of notification could be added,

· Huawei also noted that it needs to be considered how to retrieve the log history

· 6.1 Class Diagram and M&O

· Ericsson stated that all things that cannot be mapped directly to ITU-T and OMG should be optional (e.g. exportLogRecord, getLogRecords)

· China Mobile (Dr. Li) stated that they prefer to keep this open until the next meeting in Beijing

· China Mobile (Lanlan) noted that queryLogAttributes would have to be mandatory (Ericsson agreed)

· Ericsson recommended and requested that companies would come with an M&O list to the next meeting in Beijing to help expedite a speedy agreement

· 5.3.2 Log

· Huawei would prefer to add a discriminator to the log to allow filtering - Ericsson highlighted that an input filter in OMG/CORBA environment could be very performance degrading and would only be acceptable if the filter condition was at create time and unchangeable thereafter, however a preferred solution would be to log everything (no input filter) and use output filtering to retrieve desired information.

· Huawei raised the need to add capacity threshold attributes to the log - Siemens attempted to generalise this by saying that any log attribute supported by OMG and ITU-T should be added at least as conditional – following further discussions it was recommended to qualify this further and simply state that any log attribute supported by OMG and ITU-T should be considered on a case by case basis for addition at least as conditional

· Huawei agreed to propose updates to Log and Log Record based on the above discussions for further deliberations at the Beijing meeting
