Management of threshold alarms

The IRP Manager shall be able to request the IRP Agent to:

· Set threshold values to specific performance measurements of specific network resources.

· Emit an alarm notification when (a) the threshold value(s) have been crossed and not just reached, in a similar fashion as that defined in [9] or (b) the threshold value(s) have been reached.  It is the IRPAgent’s choice to support (a) or (b).  The support is on PM IRPAgent system wide basis and is not on a per threshold basis.
