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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG SA WG5 (SA5) specifications TSs 32.671/2/3/4 specify State Management IRP for Itf-N. 
These specifications are based on and aligned with ITU-T X.731 State Management Function recommendation.

Recently for Fault Management a need has arisen to identify when a 3G Network Element (NE) is “Shutting-Down” or has “Restarted”.  SA5 is currently studying how to address the solution to this issue. One solution proposed is the use of state management. It is proposed that state and status changes notifications over Itf-N could be used to notify the Network Manager of these “Restart” and “Shutting-Down” NE events. The open issue with this proposed solution is which state and status changes could best be used to notify these events. 

Given that the SA5 specifications for State Management are based on ITU-T X.731, SA5 requests ITU-T SG4 for their opinion on mapping state and status to “Restarted” and “Shutting-Down” NE events. 
The current X.731 aligned state and status for 3GPP SA5 are specified in TS 32.672. Currently SA5 considers using operational state, but SA5 is not sure this is the best solution with the current definition. 
The current legal values are "Enabled" and "Disabled". SA5 is also considering how to possibly extend existing state definitions. (Note: The NE "shutting-down" event means that the NE is closing down its services to all users, whereas X.731 Administrative State value "shuttingDown" keeps the service alive for current users, but rejects new users from it. The NE "restarted" event means that the NE previously had shut down all its services and now they will be available again.).

SA5 kindly asks ITU SG4, based on their experience, any recommendation for SA5 on how to use State Management to best address this issue.
