- Purpose of Concept and Requirements chapter in interface IRP Requirements: it was agreed to align Alarm IRP Requirements and IS. For PM, the alignment will be considered during the split of 32.401. This work should be done in Rel-6. No objection was received to the idea of a “Requirements” template. However, it is required to clarify the purpose of Requirements document before making a template. 
- Definition of visibility qualifier for IOC attribute: agreed in principle, new wording proposed. Some clarifications needed for the attributes of Generic IRP and managed generic IRP.
- Mandatory and Optional discussion: should be merged with Ericsson contribution S5‑036793, need for more discussion. 
- Addition of rules to define that  DNs and IORs are persistent: not agreed, need some clarifications.

3.3.4 Conclusion by SWG-C/SWG-D plenary

3.4 SWG-C/SWG-D WTP4/WT07 Joint session on file naming conventions (Convenor: Nortel Networks)

The session was held on Wednesday March 31st, second half of the first quarter. The list of participants is available in annex B of this report.

The contribution S5-046347 “FT IRP update proposal” was briefly presented by China Mobile. The relevant section of the S5-046347 for the joint meeting is Annex A. 

The Tdoc S5‑048246 “Consistent file naming convention issue” was presented by Li Dan, Nortel Networks.  

It was questioned whether the unique ID should be included in the generic file naming descrip​tion. If the DN is used for the unique ID, it would not be suitable to include in the generic part. However, it is not necessary to use the DN according to PM spec. Furthermore, the unique ID is optional in the current PM spec and unicity is in fact ensured  by the RC field. 
It was clarified that the common fields are to be defined in FT IRP and that the specific fields are defined in other IRPs. Since unique ID does not apply to Bulk CM (many object instances in the file), it was agreed to keep it in the PM specific fields. 

It was questioned what is the rationale of the “separator”. Since the separator is used after variable length fields, it was agreed that “separator1” can be removed. Additionally, a separator will be needed if the “managementData_type” field does not have a fixed size. To be further discussed at next meeting. 
It was also commented that the file expiration delta time was agreed during the previous meeting to be optional.
Some concerns were raised about the length of the file name. This should be further discussed at the next meeting.

Conclusion: Agreed in principle. FT IRP is still not approved. When the FT IRP is sent for approval, CRs for all related specifications (e.g. the 32.401) need to be issued at the same time.  AP on Nortel to provide CR for 32.401 to SA5#38 and to check if the proposed File Naming convention could be used also for other areas, such as Charging.
The complete WTP4 report is available in S5-048218r1.
