1.2.1 Achievements of this meeting

· XML schema URI dependencies removal: agreement in principle on the proposal in S5-048264 (based on the removal of the TS version from the URI).

· XxxIRP XML Schema discussion
It was provisionally agreed to:  
· Replace the XxxIRPs with GenericIRP or ManagedGenericIRP in the 32.625 XML schema definitions.
· Clarify wherever necessary that the XxxIRPs (*) are not accessible by Basic CM IRP (32.601, 32.6x3, 32.6x4). Add clarification on all Interface IRP specifications that their XxxIRP (*) classes and their attributes are not accessible/visible to Bulk CM IRPManager, Kernel CM IRPManager and Basic CM IRPManager. Note this is not to remove the GenericIRP IOC from Generic NRM IRP specification.

(*) excluding GenericIRP or ManagedGenericIRP 
The following assumption also needs to be confirmed at next meeting: Bulk CM and Basic CM IRPManager can access the GenericIRP or ManagedGenericIRP class and attributes.

4.1 Tdoc S5-048243 (Include missing IRPs within XML file definition; Lucent)

Presented by John Islip
Questions/Comments: 

· Ericsson: XML files are used by Bulk CM IRP to transfer configuration data. What configuration data is expected from Kernel IRP and test IRP?
· Siemens: The IRP version is the only attribute that can be retrieved. The other attributes are not visible. We do not need to include those IRPs within XML file definition. The Ericsson contribution addresses the same issue and should be discussed first. 
· Lucent: We will also have to think about any impacts on 3GPP2.

4.2 Tdoc S5-048268 (XxxIRP XML schema discussion; Ericsson)

Presented by Edwin Tse 
Questions/Comments: 

· Nortel Networks: We support removing XxxIRPs from the 32.625 XML file definition.
· T-Mobile: In that case, a not should be added in 32.625 to explain what was done and why.

· Ericsson: XxxIRP have a DN and this DN is useful in CORBA to make the IRP visible and provide access to the IRP. 

· Nortel Networks: We do  not need to see this information in Bulk CM and generic operations allow to get the same information. 

· Ericsson: We agree we do not need this information in Bulk CM but we want to keep a DN for the XxxIRPs. 

· T-Mobile: In that case, leave them in 32.622 but remove them from 32.625. 
Conclusion:
· A provisional agreement was made to clarify wherever necessary that the XxxIRPs (*) are not accessible by Basic CM IRP (32.601, 32.6x3, 32.6x4). A clarification should also be added on all Interface IRP specifications that their XxxIRP (*) classes and their attributes are not accessible/visible to Bulk CM IRPManager, Kernel CM IRPManager and Basic CM IRPManager. Note this is not to remove the GenericIRP IOC from Generic NRM IRP specification.

The following assumption also needs to be confirmed at next meeting: Bulk CM and Basic CM IRPManager can access the GenericIRP or ManagedGenericIRP class and attributes.

4.3 Tdoc S5-048264 (XML Schemas URI Dependencies Removal; Nortel Networks)

Presented by Suzèle Lariven 
Questions/Comments: 

· T-Mobile: Is all the history available in the archive folder?
· Nortel Networks: The getNRMIRPVersion has to be used to return the IRP versions. 
· Motorola: The archive folder will also contain the latest version contrary to before. 
· T-Mobile: How consistency is checked?
· Nortel Networks: Consistency is checked like for CORBA SS and is not explicitly stated in the TS.
· Ericsson: Agree that 3GPP does not have to publish dependency matrix between specs. In that case, do you need a new operation like getXMLIRPVersion operation?   
· Nortel Networks: How to concretely get the XML version will be discussed later. 
· Ericsson: A Manager producing XML files has to find out what is supported by Agent before. 
· Motorola: For which releases do you propose those changes?
· Nortel Networks: Same releases as the CRs on publication of schemas. 
· Motorola: The old directory should be maintained for backward compatibility. 
· Lucent: Those changes should be made taking in to account a possible direct access to the XML file via the URI.
Conclusion:
· The proposal is agreed in principle and CRs will be produced for next meeting.
