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1. Overall Description:

A need to model the network elements in the IMS domain in a manner similar to that being done for UTRAN & Core Network entities was identified via a contribution from Lucent Technologies in SA5#36. This proposal was subsequently accepted and discussions began towards finding a proper home for this new content. 

At SA5#37, SA5 decided to include the entities from the IMS (IP Multimedia Subsystem) domain (relevant for management over Itf-N) in a separate set of NRM specifications (TS 32.73x) rather than combining them with the existing Core Network specifications (TS 32.63x). The split is inline with the Core Network architecture identified in TS 23.002 that keeps the IMS entities in separate section under “Specific Entities of Mobile System”.

SA5 sees the following advantages from this split:

· The ability to be able to specify a simpler & separate solution set (e.g. SNMP) specifically for the IMS entities.

· The ability to specify an IRP different from that of the Core Network making it more manageable from a documentation perspective. 

· The need to include Service Specific Entities in the future (by way of extension of the new specs) as identified by Telia’s contribution S5-048266.

2. Actions:

To 3GPP2 TSGS WG5 group.

ACTION: 


· SA5 asks TSGS WG5 group to study the split in light of the advantages that it offers and advise us of any concerns that it has in this regard.
· SA5 would like to know if the approach selected would not jeopardise the alignment of 3GPP2 specifications (with those of 3GPP) like the way it is currently being carried out in each Release. 
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
