6.1.1 Routing of MM with multiple addresses
This LS was discussed during SA5#37bis and noted.
6.1.2 Network-independent MMS requirements
The LS was treated at the last meeting with the action item SC-37b-4 regarding the 3GPP2 position and addition on that the group will take the SA position into account as soon as the report from the plenary SA#24 is published.
6.1.3 MM4 with multiple recipients
This LS contains the description of an implementation choice whether the Originator MMS R/S performs MM4 address unbundling or not.  The correction on TS 23.140 in T2-040258 clarifies the mapping of a partial addressing failure to the affected recipient(s) by integration of this list when sending a MM4_forward.RES. This solution is based on previous agreement with GSMA BARG CPWP that operators may need to correlate MM4_Forward.REQ CDRs with MM4_Forward.RES CDRs of the same Originator MMS R/S already in order to obtain all charging information used for inter-operator settlement. It was agreed by the group to implement the changes in the next version of TS 32.270 in respect of a decisions be taken between T2 and GSMA BARG. The response can be found in Tdoc S5-04341.

7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B service charging discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 BB WID: Charging Management for the Service Domain

The incorporation of TS 32.272 ‘Push-to-talk over Cellular (PoC) Charging’ into the work plan description for Rel-6 is subject of the General session.

BB completion is on schedule.
7.1.1 WT on MMS Enhancements

The new version of TS 32.270-130 in S5-044326 includes necessary corrections caused by the incorporation of the contributions for Rel-6 and change request for Rel-5 as follows:

· S5-034556: Correction of content adaptation indication in the MMS Retrieval CDR,

· S5-034713: Add Reply-Charging in MM Forwarding CDR,

· S5-044024: Add charged party ID in MM7 submitting CDR.

The proposed adaptions on those parameters that the operator may configure to be present or absent i.e. the change from Mo to Om and Co to Oc are accepted. This alignment to TS 32.240 takes also an impact on the other middle tier specification and an individual by each author is needed. 

Based on the discussion from the last on MMS routing the enhancement of the MM4 Forward Request CDR with the parameter Recipient address for routing was accepted. This was agreed based on the fact that this addition does not contradict with the note at the end of the header mapping (The Recipient address for routing Information Element of the MM4_forward.REQ is not directly mapped to a corresponding STD 11header. It is only indicated in the SMTP command layer (RCPT TO:). A further examination will arranged by the author based on the action item SC-37b-1. 
The agreements are included in the new version of TS 32.270-140  in Tdoc S5-044343.

WT completion is on schedule with approximated 85%. 

7.1.2 WT on LCS Enhancements

Tdoc S5-044248 contains the latest version of TS 32.271-130 and will be superseded at SA5#38bis.

WT completion rate: is on schedule with approximated 85%. 

7.1.3 WT on xxx service charging

T-Mobile presented the draft TS 32.272-002 for PoC Charging during the OMA MCC meeting 26.04. – 30.04. in Munich. This version can be found in S5-044245. The delegates from MCC acknowledged the proposed cooperation with SWGB in conjunction with the noted liaison to the PoC working group. This LS was sent by SWGB at SA5#37 in Tdoc S5-044244. In result of this positive development an update of the work plan for SWGB is needed including a work item description for this approached work split on PoC with OMA MCC. 

For more information refer the relation with OMA-MCC see the SWG-B General report in Tdoc S5-044303.
WT completion rate: is on schedule with approximated 25%. 

7.1.4 WT on Alignment of charging specification

Regarding the assigned action item SC-37b-2 from the last meeting Siemens was arranged the contribution S5-044325 to define the parameter for MMS Charging. This contribution contains the needed adaptions for TS 32.298 based on the following corrections: 

· S5-034556: Correction of content adaptation indication in the MMS Retrieval CDR,

· S5-034713: Add Reply-Charging in MM Forwarding CDR,

· S5-044024:  Add charged party ID in MM7 submitting CDR.

All the MMS specific parameter corrections were discussed and agreed changes can be found in the revision 1 of S5-044325. This new version contains also the missed parameter definition for the ‘adapted MM content’. The contribution particular discussion of the ASN.1 specific will be forwarded to the appropriate part for TS 32.298 in the General session of SWGB.

Orange was arranged the corresponding contribution S5-044337 for the action item SC-37b-3 from the last meeting with the parameter definitions for the LCS Charging. This document contains the needed adaptions for TS 32.298 based on the following corrections: 

· New references from OMA and ITU are added for LCS,
· All new LCS specific parameters are defined,
· The call event record parameter was enhanced with the new LCS CDR types and
· The LCS charging data type is defined.
The proposed reference to an OMA specification was rejected due to the missing policy between 3GPP and OMA on this issue. In conjunction on that the abbreviation is not longer needed. During the discussion of the LCS parameter section some raised questions on LCS client identity, result code and user error, which were added into editor’s note and should be clarified by Orange to the next meeting (SC-38-1). The revision 1 contains all the achievements regarding the service specific part and was forwarded to the general session.
WT completion is on schedule.
