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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks GSMA MI-SC for their liaison statement on CDR trigger criteria contained in BARG Doc 64_025 / S5-044409.

Two types of Charging Data Records (CDR) are defined in the 3GPP specifications for the purpose of recording mobile originated and mobile terminated SMS transactions, respectively, in both the MSC and the SGSN.  SA5 confirm that these CDRs can be triggered solely on the basis of Short Messages being sent or received, and do not capture any information concerning SMS delivery reports.

It must also be pointed out that many SMSCs provide additional charging functionality that is not part of 3GPP/GSM specifications, due to decisions dating back to the era of GSM standardisation.  It could be argued whether the best way of implementing the functional requirements discussed in BARG Doc 64_025 is to add them to this set of proprietary SMSC features or to enhance the 3GPP specifications.
SA5 would be happy to consider any suggestion to modify the existing charging functionality for SMS, either in the existing MSC/SGSN charging specifications or by means of new specifications for SMSC based charging, if GSMA have such requirements.
