4 Review of input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5-046627 (Common facility for upload; Ericsson)

Presented by Ericsson
Comments:

· Motorola queried whether this approach would meet Inventory Management requirements.  This solution also went against the group’s previous agreement to re-use Bulk CM for IM.
Conclusion: 

· None.
4.2 Tdoc S5-046628 (Add a Common upload IM data facility; Ericsson)

Presented by Ericsson
Comments:

· Ericsson clarified that the IRPAgent must respond to the upload command within the time specified in the timer parameter,  i.e. with operation succeeded or failed.

· T-Mobile commented that there is an issue in using Kernel IRP,  which is meant for common/re-usable CM functions, for an inventory specific application.  Also, the name of the operation should be uploadIMdata.

· Siemens do not have a problem with using Kernel IRP for IM, or with the timer.

· Lucent and Motorola stated that this solution does not allow a abort.

· Huawei want to remove the timer parameter from the operation.
· It was noted that it will not be possible to check the status of the operation in this solution.

· The abort feature is missing from the IM requirements currently being discussed.  The “abort” of the Ericsson solution is limited and only time based.

· It may be possible to add an endUpload/abort operation to Kernel IRP.

· Motorola and Lucent believe that re-using Bulk CM adequately meets IM requirements but  need time for further study of Ericsson’s solution.

· Nortel and Huawei need more time to study the Ericsson solution.

· Siemens and Nokia find this solution acceptable.

Conclusion: 

· Motorola will start an e-mail discussion vis-à-vis the advantages of the respective solutions (Bulk CM versus Kernel CM).

· A decision will be made at the next meeting,  with the possibility of a voting procedure being initiated.
