Handling of exceptions and failure reasons 

Interface IRP IS specifications define, among other things, operations.  The operation definition includes the definition of exceptions and failure reasons.  These exceptions and failure reasons are mapped into their SS equivalents (in the corresponding Interface IRP SS specifications).

This clause specifies the behaviour of a standard compliant xxx IRPAgent when handling exceptions and failure reasons (where ‘xxx’ stands for the name of all Interface IRPs such as AlarmIRP and NotificationIRP).

A compliant xxx IRPAgent shall do the following:

·  It shall check for the occurrence of at least one standard exception and/or standard failure reason (excluding the standard failure reason called “other reasons”).

· When it detects an occurrence of an exception whose semantics is already defined by the standard exception and/or standard failure reason, it shall use the standard SS equivalent in the operation response.  

· When it detects an occurrence of an exception whose semantics is not already defined by the standard exception and/or standard failure reason, it can use a vendor-specific SS equivalent exception or the standard failure reason called “other reasons”.
