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This document describes the work plan for splitting the 3GPP TS 32.401 “Performance Management Concepts and Requirements” in the context of Release 6. 
History/rationale
When created, the Release 99 TS 32.104 described many different aspects as single document:

- Performance Management Concepts

- Performance Management Functional requirements

- Measurement Collection File Format (ASN.1 and DTD based XML, DTD based XML being strictly linked to ASN.1 format)

- Measurement Collection File Naming Conventions and Transfer Procedure

- Measurement Type definitions (only the Measurement Definition Template was specified in Release 99)

This Release 99 specification was very complete but its maintenance and evolution are rendered difficult due to its heterogeneous structure. 
In Release 4, Measurement definitions were specified and the Release 99 annex dedicated to Measurement Type definitions – also including the Measurement Definition Template - was transferred to the new TS 32.403 “Performance Measurements - UMTS and combined UMTS/GSM”.

In Release 5, an additional file format, XML schema based XML, was introduced, and it was agreed to remove the DTD based XML format in Release 6. In order to avoid any confusion, the removal of the DTD based XML format will be addressed separately from the split proposed here, which aims at strictly preserving all the functionalities described in 32.401.
The introduction of the PM IRP in Release 6 makes even more critical to reconsider the structure of TS 32.401 in order to align the PM specifications with the overall IRP methodology as described in TSs 32.101 and 32.102 and ensure the overall consistency of 3GPP SA5 PM specifications. 
Introduction of a new Rel-6 Performance Measurement Collection IRP

For sake of backward compatibility, it was agreed to separate the Measurement collection mechanisms and the new functionalities introduced in Release 6 in the Performance Management IRP: Measurement Job Management and Threshold Management on Itf-N.

For this purpose, two separate specification sets are to be considered:

- Performance Measurement Administration IRP (Interface IRP, 32.41x series)

- Performance Measurement Collection IRP (NRM IRP, 32.43x series)
Following the global agreement at SA5#37bis on the purpose of Concept and Requirements chapter in interface IRP Requirements (S5-046162), it is proposed to: 
· Keep only the concept part in Rel-6 32.401 (clause 4)

· Move the requirements part of 32.401 (clause 5) to 32.411 or 32.431 depending on the concerned functionalities
· Align the text moved to 32.411 & 32.431 with the respective IS (32.412 & 32.432) in order to ensure full alignment between the IRP Requirements and the IS.
It is proposed to adopt a new numbering scheme from Rel-6 for the PM Technical Specifications as follows:

Note 1: The Trace TSs in 32.42x series are not impacted by this renumbering proposal.

Note 2: The TSs 32.433 and 32.434 might be renamed Solution Set further on depending on the conclusion of the discussions about SA5 XML Specifications. 
Note 3: We believe that the concept of NRM IRP can be used for the Measurement Collection IRP. Just like the Subscription Management NRM IRP, the information modelled does not strictly define Network Resources but more Network Data related to the network operation.
Work Plan
Nortel Networks submitted for the SA5#37bis meeting the draft Rel-6 TSs 32.431, 32.432, 32.433, 32.434, and a CR for removing the annexes from Rel-6 TS 32.401. At SA5#37bis, Lucent kindly volunteered for being editor of 32.432. The TS 32.432 will have to follow the IRP IS template. 
The draft TS 32.431 was sent for information to TSG SA#24 in June 2004. 
Depending on the progress on the above issue and also on the review of the draft TSs, it is proposed to send the remaining documents for information to SA#25 (September 2004) and for approval to SA#26 (December 2004) at the latest.
