Background: Reported at last (SA5#38) SWGC plenary:

· John Islip mentioned that ETSI may have some support for use of licensed tools. AI on John to check.
· Jörg: Most people seem to be using Rational Rose, so it could be practical to upload all the Rose files on a common folder which many people could use if they wish. We should all consider this to next meeting.
Response from John Islip: Contacted ETSI but no complete success yet. Investigation still ongoing.

Comments on a common folder:

· We can’t be sure that it holds the latest version. Would need to put version information on the files to maximize the understanding of which version every file is related to.

· For people using other tools than Rose for creation of diagrams for a CR, the common folder would not be updated at all.
· It would not be an official folder in the sense that 3GPP has any responsibility for the contents.
Agreement: 

· Ask Adrian to create a folder “IRP UML diagrams” under the Adm folder on the 3GPP server, where we can put any model files that may be useful, free for anybody who wants to use if they have a license for the tool required. Whether to create subfolders for each IRP and version, this is FFS.
· As a naming convention the file names will be further considered before we can decide. One comment was that maybe we need to have all diagrams in one model file due to the dependencies between all the IRPs.

RG group agreed S5-046646 for approval, after on line and offline editorial change, which clarify and enhance the Object class definition in AlarmIRP. The Tdoc number is changed as S5-046646r2.

RG group discussed the S5-046647 (from China Mobile), which proposes to introduce the Equipment series of IOCs from ITU-T M.3100 to enhance the AlarmIRP’s capability to locate the alarm source. RG group understands the requirement and solution better. However, no agreement was reached. China Mobile has strong requirement to enhance AlramIRP’s capability, otherwise, too general level alarm information from AlarmIRP is useless to IRPManager who is responsible for dealing with alarms. If AlarmIRP’s capability is not improved, this product may be rejected by Market. The NMS may access to NE directly to obtain the original alarms.
