5 Review of the last meeting report

The last meeting report from the SWG-B plenary in Tdoc S5-044306 was approved. 

5.1 Action items from the last meeting

5.1.1 Clarification on MMS Charging (SC-37b-1)

Regarding this action item the rapporteur received the information that T2#24 and the following T had approved CRs not to apply bundling on MM4. T2#24 had also discussed the CR in T2-040145 to clearly distinguish in 23.140 between (O) the recipients of an MM as specified by the originator user (agent) and (R) the recipients to that the recipient MMS Relay/Server is requested to forward an MM. The first list (O) is included in the MM itself. The second information (R) is available on SMTP command level only. As T2#24 had also approved the CRs not to apply bundling, they adapted my CR in T2-040145 and changed ‘recipients’ to ‘recipient’ and approved it.

Then at T level, Nokia opposed to forbid bundling. But they opposed the wrong CR, T2-040145.

The technical content of this objection will be clarified and documented by Nokia for the next meeting. 
5.1.2 Position of 3GPP2 on MMS (SC-37b-4)

This action is moved to SA5#39.

5.1.3 LCS parameter definitions (SC-38-1)
Orange has to check the LCS parameter definitions based on the finial version of the contribution at SA5#38 in Tdoc S5-044337r2. This contribution was revised with Tdoc S5-044435 and the action item is closed.

In this LS the GSMA MI-SC is asking for the SMS delivery indication into the SMS-CDRs. This indication is rather possible in the SMSC as in the network elements that are involved in the mobile SMS transmission for CS domain the MSC and in the PS domain the SGSN. The requested feature could either add to the set of proprietary SMSC features or the 3GPP standards should be enhanced.

The group decided to ask GSMA for this requirement and the summary can be found in Tdoc S5-044440.

7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B service charging discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 BB WID: Charging Management for the Service Domain

BB completion is on schedule.
7.1.1 WT on MMS Enhancements

The new version of TS 32.270-150 was arranged in Tdoc S5-044419 by Siemens. In addition of the alignment with the latest version of the middle tier template the following enhancements were incorporated for MMS online charging:
· MMS online charging with the usage of  the IEC and ECUR methods are referenced to TS 32.299 in subclause 5.3 but the MMS specific trigger conditions should be added
· The subclause 6.2 is filled with the detailed description of the CCR and CCA messages based on the IMS Charging description and should be clarified
· A list of MMS specific AvPs was proposed for the grouped Service-Information AvP

The completion for MMBox and VASP is still pending. All agreements are accepted in the current version of TS 32.270-150 and can be found in Tdoc S5-044441.

WT completion is on schedule with approximated 85%. 

7.1.2 WT on LCS Enhancements

Orange was arranged the new TS 32.271-140 in Tdoc S5-044434 and contains the following changes:

· LCS online charging scenarios,
· Data description for LCS online charging.

The details for LCS online charging scenarios, IEC and ECUR, are not in scope of this specification and rejected. For the content of data description for LCS online charging the same status is valid as discussed for the MMS online charging description. The achievements for TS 32.271-140 are in Tdoc S5-044442.
WT completion rate: is on schedule with approximated 85%. 

7.1.3 WT on xxx service charging

No progress on TS 32.272-002 for the PoC Charging description.

For more information refer the relation with OMA-MCC see the SWG-B General session report in Tdoc S5-044403.
WT completion rate: is on schedule with approximated 25%. 

7.1.4 WT on Alignment of charging specification

Orange was arranged the revision of contribution S5-044377 for the action item SC-38-1 from the last meeting with the parameter definitions for the LCS Charging in Tdoc S5-044435. This document contains the needed adaptions for TS 32.298 based on the following corrections: 

· the references to OMA specification is used,
· the implementation of the result code type parameter is defined
Due to the fact that the final contribution does not contain the proper revision marks against TS 32.298 Orange will provide the final version at the next meeting.

WT completion is on schedule. 
7.2 Non-WT related items

7.2.1 Additional time stamps for MMS

S5-044436 Rel-4 CR 32.235 Missing Time Stamps in MMS CDRs
S5-044437 Rel-5 CR 32.235 Missing Time Stamps in MMS CDRs
These CRs propose the inclusion of time stamps into dedicated MMS CDRs in addition to the already existing time stamps for the CDR generation triggered by the individual service trigger. During the presentation the question was raised about the reliability of the timestamps which are not under control of the network operator. It was agreed to postpone these change request with clarification on the following questions:

1. Is the time stamp of the CDR generation the same as Orange is requesting for the service time? 

2. Are the time stamps already included in the messages on the MM1 interface reliable and under control of the network operator? 

Both questions have to be solved till the next meeting and the service rapporteur will contact the BARG CPWP and T2 chair via email (SC-38b-1). Based on the outcome of this discussion the author of TS 32.270 (Siemens) should incorporate the used time stamp parameter on the MM1 interface defined in TS 23.140 in the next version.
