Call Record trigger criteria for SMS delivery reports
The GSMA MI-SC is a body within the GSM Association dealing with the commercial inter operator framework for SMS and MMS. As part of our activities we also investigate potential impacts of  the use of SMS delivery reports on the existing commercial framework. 

GSMA MI-SC kindly asks SA5 SWG-B to clarify whether an SMS delivery report sent back to the SMS Originator will trigger the creation of an SMS-MT call record (in addition to the SMS-MO call record) at the serving MSC of the SMS Originator. 

Currently we assume that no SMS-MT call record will be created. Should our assumption be incorrect, however, please inform us also whether the SMS-MT call record created will allow to identify that a delivery report had been received by the subscriber rather than an ordinary SMS.  
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
