Rationale

Avoid redundant, time-consuming and error prone duplication of the same text for System Context in all Interface IRPs. It is more efficient, clear and safe to refer to the same generic text, defined in 32.150, in all Interface IRPs. The generic System Context text should be placed in 32.150 and not in 32.151 (IS template), since the latter is only a template for IRP ISs with instructions on how to structure and describe different subclauses and items therein. The System Context is an architectural feature of the IRPs and therefore should be placed in 32.150 that defines the IRP concept and its architectural cornerstones.
