4 Review of input documents 

4.1 S5-046675 Creating backward compatible Specifications, Lucent

Author merged the draft BC Requirements with its own proposal for BC solution into one (this) document.

Paper, in scope, seemed to suggest that an IRP should support only one IRPVersion.  Author clarified that it would not be the case and that an IRP could support multiple IRPVersion(s).  Paper suggested that vendor could extend Interface IRP as long as the extension is BC to the 3GPP-defined Interface IRP.  Rapporteur suggested that the “BC related” specification should not say which entity (e.g. vendor or 3GPP authors) could extend the 3GPP specification based on the BC Rules.  Group however agreed that Rapportuer should produce the next version (of this paper) indicating clearly that:

· The 3GPP-to-be-defined BC Rules are for 3GPP authors to use to extend 3GPP IRP specifications.

· The 3GPP authors decide if and when the BC Rules should be used.  In other words, the 3GPP authors can decide a new-versioned specification should not be BC to an older one and in this case, the 3GPP authors should not use the BC Rules to extend the old version.  However, if the 3GPP authors decide that a new-versioned specification should be BC to an older one, then the 3GPP authors are obliged to use the BC Rules to extend the old-versioned specification for the production of the new-versioned specification.

· Whether a vendor can use the BC Rules to extend the 3GPP specifications to capture VSE is specified/indicated by the “involved” 3GPP specifications such as Yyy NRM IRP(s) or Zzz Interface IRP(s).  The documents/specifications developed by the BC work task should not specify/indicate such fact. 

Paper has BC Rules specified.  Author presented the rules but meeting lacked time to fully discuss them.  Lucent agreed to organise call conference on BC rules before the next SA5 meeting in Montreal.

4.2 S5-046443 Rel-6 backwardard compatibility – Notification handling, Lucent

Author withdrew this since the essence of this paper is already captured in S5-046675.
