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Thank you for your liaisons. During this SG 4 meeting, Q18/4 reviewed the liaisons and formulated a plan for progressing the draft Recommendation on Security for the Management Plane requirements we sent to you at the last meeting. 

The overall goal is to produce a multi-part M.3016 Recommendation series. One aspect of this goal is to align and enhance existing Recommendation M.3016. In this effort there is a potential to update/modify the sections currently in this Recommendation. This document will be considered as a framework for setting the high level requirements. This Recommendation will be referred to as M.3016.0. 

The remainder of multi-part M.3016 Recommendation series will be developed using the contents of the current draft Recommendation sent to you at the last meeting. The details on the structure and areas addressed by each part remain to be defined and agreed upon with the aim that some parts will be developed for submission to the next SG 4 meeting. An initial starting point for the structure is the proposal from ETSI TISPAN.

These requirements and specification details will be written using the phrase “should” instead of “shall” as it is expected that not all environments and applications will require the mandatory support of every requirement in these series of recommendations. In order to define conformance to these requirements we expect the Recommendation users such as your groups to define the appropriate profiles and specify the conformance.

In order to determine the agreed document structure and decide on populating the parts with existing information in the current draft, a series of interim electronic meetings are envisioned with the first tentatively planned for May 25 at 10 AM – Noon EDT. We would appreciate your participation in the meeting. The details on joining the electronic meeting will be arranged by the ITU-T TSB and announced on the SG 4 website and the Q 18/4 mailing list.
