Repeat steps 2 to 17 below for each TS.

2.
If not already exist for the related TS 32.xyz, create the following 3GPP web server directory:

· http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/specs/archive/32_series/32.xyz/schema/
3.
Open the updated TS.
4.
Repeat steps 5 to 13 below for each normative annex.
Example of TS 32.615:

Annex B (normative):
Configuration data file NRM specific XML schemas 
(file names "genericNrm.xsd", "utranNrm.xsd", and "geranNrm.xsd")
5.
Go to the annex in the TS version
6.
Repeat steps 7 to 12 below for each XML schema specified in the annex
Example:
XML schema "genericNrm.xsd"
7.
Copy the whole XML schema text from "<?xml version="1.0" encoding="UTF-8"?>" (first XML schema line, line following paragraph "The following XML schema […]") to "</schema>" (last XML schema line, line preceding paragraph "The following XML schema […]" for next XML schema or last line of the annex)
8.
Open a new empty file with Windows® Notepad application

9.
Paste the previously copied XML schema text in this Notepad file

10.
Go back to the TS version and copy the .xsd XML schema file name from paragraph "The following XML schema […]" preceding the XML schema text (file name also present in the title of the annex)
Example:
genericNrm.xsd
11.
Go back to the Notepad file and save it as a .xsd XML schema file by doing the following:
· Menu "File" ( "Save As…"
· Paste the previously copied .xsd XML schema file name in "File name" field, e.g. genericNrm.xsd
· Select "All Files" for "Save as type" field

· Keep default selection "ANSI" for "Encoding" field

· Click on "Save" button
12.
Go back to step 7 for the next XML schema, if any left for this normative annex
13.
Go back to step 5 for the next normative annex, if any left for this TS version
14.
Create a new empty .zip archive file with WinZip® application and naming it 
"32xyz-abc-XMLSchema.zip", where:
· xyz corresponds to the TS number 32.xyz
· abc corresponds to the TS version Va.b.c
Example:
32615-440-XMLSchema.zip
15.
Add all the .xsd XML schema files previously created for this TS version to the .zip archive file.
16.
Put the .zip archive file in the corresponding 3GPP web server directory created in step 1
Example:
32615-440-XMLSchema.zip in http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/specs/archive/32_series/32.615/schema/
17.
Go back to step 3 for the next updated TS, if any left
18.
Repeat steps 3 to 17 below for any further version of TSs
